Brush 2x a day

A. Your child will be focused on all information explained to them, so that
they can completely understand the procedure.

ex. Topical is Sleepy Juice
Suction is Mr. Thirsty
Hand piece is Tooth Washer
Your child will not be put to sleep, or sedated. However, nitrous oxide is available at the Doctors discretion.

Please do not over prepare your child for the dental visit, tell them we will
explain everything to them.
Kids do much better without the parent. They are more focused on their surroundings.
If you feel that you need to be in the room, please let the upfront staff know so that
we can make prior arrangements for you. If it is not arranged prior, we may have to

reschedule your appointment. (Appointments with one parent are scheduled at 8:00am or 2:00pm)
We must have a 72 hour notice of insurance change, failing to do so may result in
payment rendered in full.

We must have a 24 hour notice of any scheduling changes.

(We have a waiting list for other patients that need to be seen.)

Arrive on time for scheduled appointment. Being even 10 minutes late can result in everyones scheduled
appointment running behind.
